Playback Software

The DM Player software allows you to review the recordings on the Mirror
drive you have placed in the playback station.

When you initially launch the software you will be presented with the main

viewing page.

Select the 'Click here to select Partition’ option, to allow you to select the
drives that have the video files for review.

You will be presented with the Video Partition Select screen. You have two
options to gain access to the recorded video; select drive.

Drive
With the drive option enabled you will be presented with the two drives that

were created when the playback station was connected to the FC, in this
case drive 'd" and 'e’.

Select either of the drives.

For large discs or files this can take some minutes. If the
action i successiul the “Partition Details” window will show
correct defalls. If the file is subsequently setected for
viewing there will be another delay while the timeine
information is buill-up, again this can lake some minutes for
large files. The player does not aller the information in the
video partition or its files, it creates its indexes separately
on Diive G

Important Information

Dwring the restructure process it is necessary to have the DM Playback
application maximised. If the application is minimised then you will not be
able to gain control of the application until the restructure process has
completed. Do not worry as this may take a number of seconds depending
on the size of the drive and the number of images on the drive.



When the Restructure process is completed you will be presented with the
file information on the drives and the "Select’ key will be enabled,
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Mote: The Validate option is not currently available this button will not be
active.

Press the 'Select’ button to display the Video Partition Select screen which
allows you to select the video to be reviewed. The video will be rebuilt an
indication on the screen will be displayed showing the file progress
information.

MNote: This process may take a a number of seconds. Do not minimise the
DM Playback software during this time. If the application is minimised then
you will be unable to gain control of the scftware until the re-build process
is complete.

Camera 1 may be automatically displayed, if not select the camera fo be
reviewed, and press play. The video will be displayed in the main video
window.

Time Line

The time line section has two scroll bars; scroll timeline and zoom in
timeline. These can be used to move through the recorded files and zoom
in on a selected section.

Zoom in imeline

This is the wvertical scroll bar at the end of the time line section.

Select the Save Bitmap option. The following Save As screen will be

displayed. Select the directory where the image is to be saved and select
Save.

The file can be reviewed with any application that supports Bitmaps.
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MNote: If a multiscreen is displayed then the Save Bitmap option is still
available but only for the selected camera.

Creating Video Files
It is possible to create an video file of the video being reviewed.



With a full screen display and Pause button selected right mouse click
over the Play button which will present you with the Save As screen.
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The type of video compression used to create the video files will depend
on the video applications that are installed on the PC. The file formats
available will be displayed in the drop down list option.

Important Note: A loop must be created before generating a video file to
ensure only the reguired images are included in the video file and not all

the images on the disc. Refer to the following section for information on
how to creale a loop.

Creating a Loop

To select a specific area of the recorded video, create a 'loop’ in the
timeline are right mouse click to start the loop, move the time to end the
loop and right mouse click again.
